Living By the True Dhamma 
At one time a certain monk approached the Buddha and after paying respect sat at a suitable place.  He then said to the Buddha, “Venerable sir, you often spoke of ‘one who dwells in practice.’  What kind of a person dwells in practice?  
The Buddha then replied:
Bhikkhu, in this sasana, there is a bhikkhu who studies the teachings of the Buddha.  This bhikkhu ends the day studying the teachings of the Buddha.  He abandons the solitary life of a bhikkhu, he does not endeavor to subdue the arising kilesa in oneself.  Bhikkhu!  Such a person is said to dwell only in pursuing the studies, pariyatti.  This person cannot be referred to as one who dwells in practice, paripatti.
The next kind of bhikkhu is he who after having studied the Dhamma in turn teaches the Dhamma to others.  Such a person ends the day by letting others know the Dhamma with his teachings.  He abandons the solitary life of a bhikkhu.  He does not endeavor to subdue the arising kilesa in oneself.  Bhikkhu!  Such a person is said to be one who lets others know the Dhamma.  He cannot be referred to as one who dwells in practice.  
The other kind of Bhikkhu is one who after having studied the Dhamma, chants verbally.  He ends the day thus, by chanting.  He abandons the solitary life of a Bhikkhu, he does not endeavor to subdue the arising kilesa in oneself.  Such a person is referred to as one who only dwells in chanting and not one who dwells in practice.
Bhikkhu!  Another kind of person analyses the Dhamma, discerns the Dhamma.  He ends the day thus discerning and analyzing the Dhamma.  He abandons the solitary life of a bhikkhu, he does not endeavor to subdue the arising kilesa in oneself.  Such a person is said to be one who is filled with vitakka, one who is dwelling in thoughts.  Such a person cannot be referred to as one who dwells in practice.  
Bhikkhu!  In this Sasana, there is the bhikkhu who studies the teachings of the Buddha.  He does not end the day by studying.  He dwells in solitude.  He endeavors to subdue the arising kilesa in oneself.  Such a bhikkhu is referred to as one who dwells in practice.   

The Buddha then said, “I have talked about different kinds of bhikkhus, one who dwells without practicing and one who dwells in practice.  Go under a tree, seek a solitary life and pursue the practice.  Do not regret later in life, repenting for not having practiced.  This is my advice.”
